The Pardee Home & Oakland Museum’s

Arts of the Missions of Northern New Spain
Time to visit the City of the Oaks.  We have lined up 2 tours and a picnic lunch  in Oakland on Wednesday, May 11, 2011.  Our first will be a tour of the Pardee House.  You’ve passed it many times on the freeway on your way to Moraga from the Nimitz Freeway.  Located at 11th Street, just East of Interstate 980, it was the home of the Pioneering and political Pardee family from 1869 through 1981.  All furnishings and collections are original and authentic, and will illustrate the life of the family for over 100 years. 
It was built by Enoch Pardee, an eye Doctor from New York, who came to California during the gold rush.  In addition to his practice, he apparently did well mining, as he built what has been described as the “finest Italianate villa estate remaining in Northern California.”  Enoch went on to be Mayor of Oakland and later a state assemblyman and senator.  His son, George, followed him into politics and also was elected Governor of California.

The tour will include tours of the first and second floors, the carriage house, and the cupola, or tower, to admire the views from atop the home.

 Our second tour will be across downtown Oakland to Oakland Museum’s new and exclusive Northern California exhibition, Splendors of Faith/Scars of Conquest: The Arts of the Missions of Northern New Spain, 1600-1821.  Here we will divide into small guided groups, and learn and see more of the Spanish mission period in California, the missionaries and the conversion of native peoples to Christianity.  Our tour will be exclusive to the Moraga Historical Society, and should augment our knowledge of early California history, in addition to seeing extremely rare objects and art works.
At the conclusion of this tour, those so desiring can go on a picnic lunch in Oakland.  If you would like to remain at the Museum to do more touring on your own, this can also be arranged.

We’ve put this all together, including lunch and transportation, for only $25 per person.  And if you’re a member of the Oakland museum, you even get a discount of $8!
